I am writing to ask you to vote to build the Digital Transmitter for TSTV this
April. I am a graduating senior, who is involved mainly with KVR News, but I have also
worked on other TSTV programs and various paid production projects through TSTV.
I’ve always been interested in TV and film production, and while I’ve explored that
interest through various classes and internships during my time at UT, no other
experience has been as valuable to me as that at KVR. I realized rather late in my
collegiate career, the summer before my senior year, that I was interested not only in the
production side, but also the reporting side, of TV news production. It was too late for me
to switch majors, as I had already completed most of my Communication Studies credits.

I’'m currently an news reporting intern at Fox 7 in Austin, and my supervisor said
that one of the main reasons he hired me was because he saw “KVR News” on my
resume, which told him that [ was serious about journalism and had received valuable
knowledge and experience coming into the internship. TSTV is respected among
professionals across Texas, and it’s provided me with tangible work samples to show
potential employers.

If TSTV has a digital transmitter, their programs could reach 1 million viewers,
giving even more people a chance to see the quality work produced by UT students.

The experience working at a station, having to figure out
FCC rules, editing segments, and learning control room materials largely influenced my
move into an academic concentration in RTF: television. I think our group made a really
decent product, and my only regret from that experience is that more people didn’t get to
see it.

With a digital transmission we could be in more homes in the Austin area, and
could potentially lead into a full student channel. Why is this so essential to the UT
student population? It helps us understand a broader context of the television field. I feel
that right now shows and content are limited to very select audiences. There is a
limitation to achieving broader feedback from the community. Also it helps in other areas
such as advertising. And right now TSTV has a problem with advertising. It’s hard to
pick up new clients especially when you are limited to a certain spectrum. We need a
digital transmitter. It’s not even a want; it’s really more of a need-especially if the station
wants to expand itself. It is time that the station looks toward expansion and continual
growth.

TSTV and all of its workers has an extreme impact on my career at UT. I cannot
imagine a full education without the station. It’s because of my undying love and
commitment to the station that I really want to see it grow and succeed. I would greatly
appreciate your consideration come this April when discussing the future of the Texas
Student Television Station.
